Home Education

The School Health Service

The School Health Service consists of a team of doctors and nurses who have a special interest in children’s health and welfare.

This service is available to all school age children, whether educated in school (either local authority or private) or home educated.

Assessments:

All children are offered routine assessment of height, weight and vision at various ages. This is usually offered in school but can be arranged in a clinic setting if preferred.

Children can also be seen by a specialist paediatrician if there are any concerns about learning, development, behaviour or social 

interaction.  They are usually referred via the school nurse, but this service can also be accessed via your GP or your health visitor.  

Immunisations Offered

BCGs:

This no longer takes place in schools and is offered only to those who live in high risk areas which does not include Scotland.   Your family doctor can advise further if you are in doubt. 

HPV (Human Papilloma Virus)

This is a major cause of cervical cancer in girls.   From 2008 immunisation has been offered in school to all girls in S2.   

Diphtheria, Tetanus and Polio:

The final course of this immunisation is offered at 14 – 15 years of age. This can also be given via your GP.

Health Promotion:

The school nurses are actively involved in promoting a healthy lifestyle and offer information in many areas such as smoking, healthy eating, alcohol and drug use/abuse and sexual health.
